PART THREE | LOCAL CHURCH  
313. SACRAMENTAL AUTHORITY 

In keeping with the historic practice of the Christian church, Elders are ordained to 

oversee the Sacramental life of the church and thus have full authority to preside at 

celebrations of Holy Baptism and Holy Communion. Bishops may extend 

Sacramental authority to Deacons appointed to the office of pastor in a local church 

or to another specialized ministry setting for the purpose of celebrating the 

Sacraments. Such Sacramental authority for a Deacon is limited to the appointed 

ministry setting and is exercised under the oversight and authority of a presiding 

elder.
