PART THREE | LOCAL CHURCH

326. NON-LOCAL CHURCH SETTINGS

Duly appointed clergy of the Global Methodist Church, while serving as a chaplain
of any organization, institution, or military unit, as an extension minister, or as a
campus minister, or while otherwise present where a local church is not available,
may receive a person into the membership of the Global Methodist Church under the
conditions of { 322. Where possible, before the sacrament of baptism or vows of
profession of faith are administered, such appointed minister shall consult with the
pastor of the local church (should one be nearby) on the choice of the person
concerned. Upon agreement by the pastor, a statement verifying that such sacrament
was administered or that such vows were made shall be issued. The baptized or
professing member may use the statement to join a local church.
