PART THREE | LOCAL CHURCH

351. TRANSFER OF A LOCAL CHURCH

A local church may be transferred from one annual conference to another by a two-thirds vote
of the professing members who are present and voting in the church council and the church
conference, and a simple majority vote by each of the two annual conferences involved. Upon
announcement of the required majorities by the bishop or bishops involved, the transfer shall
immediately be effective. The votes required may originate in the local church or either of the
annual conferences involved and shall be effective regardless of the order in which taken. In
each case an action shall remain effective unless and until rescinded prior to the completion of
the transfer by a majority vote of those present and voting.
