         12.  Do I disobey God in anything? 

         13.  Do I insist upon doing something about which my conscience is uneasy?  

         14.  Am I defeated in any part of my life? 
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         15.  Am I jealous, impure, critical, irritable, touchy or distrustful?

         17.  Am I proud?

Are you saved?  

Are you confident that you would go to heaven if you died at this moment? 

Here is the good news for you.  

 

Everyone dies because of sin, and after that … 

You will die someday because of sin. You cannot avoid death, and death is not the end, but the 

beginning of an eternal life. What’s important is where and how you will live eternally. With 

eternal happiness in heaven or eternal suffering in hell?  If you deal with your sin, you can enter 

heaven and live there eternally.

Jesus Christ, the Son of God, came to this world and bore the cross shedding his blood to 

redeem your sin and triumphed in his resurrection. Through his sacrifice, Christ paid off your 

sin and purchased a place for you in heaven, which he offers as a free gift.
